SWANZEY ZONING BOARD OF ADJUSTMENT

MINUTES FROM SITE VISIT – MARCH 19, 2005

The Swanzey Zoning Board of Adjustment conducted a site visit at property owned by Scott Lambert situated off Massey Hill Road and shown at Tax Map 3, Lot 35-2 situated in the Business and Rural/Agricultural Zoning Districts.

Present were:  ZBA members Bill Hutwelker, Bob Mitchell, Bob DeRocher, Jenn Gregory, Charles Beauregard, Sr., and Don Simeneau.  Also present were:  Town Planner Sara Carbonneau, Code Enforcement Officer Jim Weston, DPW Director Lee Dunham, Conservation Commission Chair Steve Stepenuck, Victoria Barlow, Scott Tacy, June Fuerderer, Denise Tacy, Karl Boes, Heidi _________ and Scott Lambert.   

Site visit commenced at 10:30 a.m.

Lambert noted that the property consists of approximately 12 acres.  In addition, Lambert owns an adjacent parcel consisting of 27 acres.  Lambert stated that licensed septic designer Tom Forest has determined that a septic system that meets Town and State regulations can be installed on the property.  Lambert was reminded that he will need to supply a letter from Forest providing this information.

Lambert stated that whatever structure he installs on the property will meet Town regulations.  Lambert stated that he was not sure if he would be utilizing the manufactured housing unit that is currently being stored on the parcel.

Carbonneau noted for those present that Lambert also has an application pending before the Planning Board, in the event that the application pending before the Zoning Board does not prevail.  The application before the Planning Board is to utilize the property for an office and storage of Lambert’s construction equipment.  A discussion ensued as to whether Lambert would need to install a septic system for the office/construction equipment storage.  Carbonneau will research 
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this issue for the Planning Board, as it does not relate to the issue pending before the ZBA.
