MINUTES FROM SITE VISIT – JULY 21, 2005

Present:  ZBA Members – Don Simeneau, Elizabeth Nieckoski, Bob DeRocher, Mary Geheran, Bill Hutwelker & Keith Thibault.  Planning Board Members – Victoria Barlow & June Fuerderer.  Conservation Commission Members – Laura Weit & Art Whipple.  Town Staff – Town Planner Sara Carbonneau, DPW Director Lee Dunham, Code Enforcement Officer Jim Weston.  Present on behalf of the applicant – John Doughty, LLS & Chris Danforth, CWS.

A site visit was conducted on property owned by Larry Koch situated off California Brook Road, shown at Tax Map 79, Lot 6 situated in the Rural/Agricultural Zoning District.  Public hearing/site visit opened by Chair Bill Hutwelker at 5:30 p.m.   

Doughty provided the Board with additional plans and drainage calculations.  Doughty informed the Board that there 172 parking spaces, with 148 spaces required by the ordinance.  3.8 acres are impervious surface (2.6 acres of pavement and 1.2 acres of building).  5.2 acres is “lawn.”  2.6 acres are located within the “loop” that will have the golf green.  0.6 acres of wooded area will be retained.
Doughty stated that Koch will be providing additional information regarding the sewer connection, as well as providing the Board with copies of the easements permitting connection to the sewer via California Brook Estates.  

A question was raised as to whether the plans presented this evening ere the same plans that will be submitted to the State for the site specific permit.  After speaking with the engineer by phone, Doughty stated that the plans are the same, but noted that the drainage calculations will be re-done to comply with State requirements.

Those present toured the site.  Specific locations that were pointed out were as follows:
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· location of level spreader

· location of new town road

· location of fire pond

· location of sewer line crossing in wetlands area

· location of emergency access

Carbonneau suggested that Board members carefully observe the condition of the existing roadways that provide access to the property (i.e., California Brook Road and California Street).
Motion by Geheran to adjourn and to continue the public hearing to August 15, 2005 at 7:00 p.m without further notice.  Seconded by Nieckoski.  Vote:  All in favor.  Site visit adjourned at 6:55 p.m.
